Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation

Permanent agency designed to inspect banks and insure depositor's accounts.  Roosevelt now said it was safer to keep your money in a reopened bank than under the mattress.


Farm Credit Administration

Provided immediate relief to farmers by providing them with low cost farm loans.


National Industrial Recovery Act 


Act authorizing $3.3 billion to be spent for an expansion of public works to reduce unemployment. This act authorized creation of the PWA and NRA.
Civilian Conservation Corps

Employed thousands of young men immediately in camps across the country improving public lands by planting trees, clearing trails, and fighting forest fires.


Tennessee Valley Authority

It provided long-term improvement in the economy of the deep South by building dams and improving existing new so that electricity could be brought to the region. It provided flood control and a reliable supply of water for irrigation, drinking and recreation.

National Youth Administration

Provided temporary jobs for young people.

Works Progress Administration

Helped restart the economy by putting millions to work in construction projects such as schools, libraries, hospitals, roads, sewer systems, and airports. Musicians were hired to give lessons, writers and artists and actors were hired.


National Labor Relations Act

Otherwise known as the Wagner Act, it permanently helped unions and thus helped workers. This acted created the NLRB (National Labor Relations Board) which enforced labor law and made sure that fair business practices where upheld. 
Social Security Administration

Permanent agency designed to provide a form of insurance where employers and workers would pay the tax to cover unemployment benefits, old age pensions, programs for the blind, and for children of workers who had died. Domestic and farm workers had been left out of the bill that created the agency.

Securities and Exchange Commission
Permanent Agency set up to monitor stock market activity and ensure that no fraud or insider trading was taking place.

Public Works Administration

Temporary agency that built large-scale public works such as dams and bridges, warships, hospitals and schools.

National Recovery Administration

Temporary agency that set up codes to regulate over 500 industries. Helped businesses & workers to recover by helping businesses earn reasonable profits while helping workers earned decent wages.  The agency encouraged businesses to draw up rules of fair competition. These rules set fair prices, production quotas, fair wages, fair and working conditions.

Agricultural Adjustment Act

Later became the Agricultural Adjustment Administration. Tried to decrease the surplus of livestock and crops to increase its value. Did this by providing subsidies for farmers who let fields lie fallow and decreased livestock breeding.
