	Robert  LaFollette: Wisconsin senator known for political changes including the referendum, initiative and recall which gave common people more power
	
	Carrie Chapman Catt: leader of the women’s suffrage movement that led to the 19th Amendment giving women the right to vote
	

	John Muir: author and outdoorsman that founded the Sierra Club and was instrumental in starting the conservation movement and preserving natural land
	
	W.E.B. DuBois: professor and leader of the NAACP that spent his life fighting racism against African Americans  
	

	Ida Tarbell: author and journalist most famous for the book The History of the Standard Oil Company and her criticism of big business
	
	Eugene Debs: labor union leader that fought to try to improve working conditions and wages and decrease working hours 
	

	John Dewey: philosopher most famous for his changes in schools which brought about a more student-centered education
	
	Carry Nation: hatchet-carrying member of the temperance movement which fought to prohibit the use of alcohol
