Step One:
Select a topic from the list. Remember that you are looking for the modern applications of ancient knowledge to present day American society.

5. Greco/Roman architecture and infrastructure (road, water, sanitation, etc.)
6. Greco/Roman sporting events (including Olympic games)
7. Greco/Roman Philosophy

8. Greco/Roman literature and poetry
9. Greco/Roman religion

Step Two: 

Begin research in the textbook and on computers. Make sure you conduct academic searches. Information from ask.com and other similar search tools is often inaccurate or incorrect.

Step Three:

Put together a poster display that shows how American society was influenced by Greco-Roman culture. You need to include explanations you have written, quotes, pictures, diagrams, and anything else necessary to teach the class about your topic.
